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Jozi Book Fair 2019 Terms and Conditions
General
Jozi Book Fair is open to publishing houses, book sellers, publishers, NGOs and organizations that are committed to a social justice agenda and who promote reading and writing in South Africa, regionally and internationally. Jozi Book Fair (JBF) is organized by Khanya College and is a platform for discussion and debate. The JBF offers small and progressive publishers, self-publishers, libraries and archive houses, museums, progressive Non-Governmental Organizations, educational and research institutions, and Government departments, a forum to showcase their publications and activities, network, and the opportunity to develop alternative approaches and strategies. The JBF uses all art forms to promote reading and writing in all languages, especially mother-tongue languages and to build tolerance and active citizenship. 

The JBF brings together diverse constituencies from different social backgrounds - publishers, readers, writers, translators, book sellers and distributors, artists, libraries, schools, community organizations, resource centres, individual activists, NGOs and the public - to promote a cultural movement of readers and writers in all South African languages. 

1 The 11th JOZI BOOK FAIR 29th August – 1st SEPTEMBER 2019
1.1 The Jozi Book Fair 2019 will take place on Thursday 29th August, Friday 30th August, Saturday 31st August and Sunday 1st September 2019, at Mary Fitzgerald Square, Newtown Cultural Precinct, in Newtown, Johannesburg. 

1.2 This year’s Jozi Book Fair theme is: Literature & Newspapers
1.3 The First TWO Days of the Fair, Thursday-Friday, 29th August – 30th August, will include

1.3.1 The Schools Programme from 8.30am to 1.30pm. 
The Schools Programme makes provision for school youths to meet authors whose books they have read, participate in workshops and exhibitions and meet the Guests of the Fair. There will also be a programme for teachers. 

Entrance to the Festival, including the Schools Programme is FREE. 

SCHOOLS wishing to attend the Schools Programme must apply to the JBF office before the 3 of June 2019. Schools are not allowed to pitch on the day of the fair without prior arrangement with the Organizers.
1.3.2 Skills Workshops from 9.00 to 4.00pm daily 
The skills workshops at the JBF are similar to a ‘Spring School’ and will cater to the needs of young adults and adults. The workshops will offer two-day courses on a broad range of skills including banner making, using radio and tv in campaigns, making a YouTube video, using social media, writing workshops and so forth. The programme for the Skills Workshops will be available later in the year and members of the public will be able to apply for a place. Costs for workshops will be kept low.
1.4 Last TWO DAYS of the Fair, Saturday-Sunday, 31st Aug -1st September, is OPEN to the PUBLIC
These are the main days of the Fair and are open to the public and people of all ages. On both days there will be a Children’s Programme from 9am to 2pm daily; and a broad-based Programme of all ART FORMS including Literature, Theatre, Film Festival, Poetry Festival and Live Jazz. There will also be round-table discussions, debates on key public issues, seminars, training and literary related workshops, book launches and conversations with authors for teenagers, young adults, communities, activists and the public.  

1.5 Opening and closing times for the Exhibitors at the Jozi Book Fair for all Four days is: 08h00 to 17h00 daily. 

1.6 The opening and closing times for the Public: 

Thursday and Friday 29th August-30th August: 09h00 to 17h00, 

Saturday 31st August: 9.00am to 9pm 

Sunday 1st September: 9.00am to 7pm

3 EXHIBITORS
3.1 Only registered and approved publishing houses, NGOs and organisations involved in promoting a culture of reading and writing, and individuals may exhibit at the Jozi Book Fair. The Organizers may authorize exceptions to this rule. 

3.2 Publishing houses whose right to the use of their company name or substantial parts of said name is disputed by another exhibitor, may exhibit, provided that they can demonstrate that their right to use the company name has been granted by a court of law of the Republic of South Africa.

3.3 The producers of newspapers and periodicals featuring regular literary sections, educational materials, audio-visual products and computer goods are also considered as publishing companies if their products are marketed through the book trade. This also applies to book clubs. Wholesale booksellers and literary agents may also rent stands. Special authorization may be granted upon request to second-hand booksellers.

3.4 Each company is allocated one stand only (that is one continuous stand). Subsidiaries

of a publishing company will not be allocated separate stands. Publishing companies with multiple entries in the register of companies under the same name or essentially the same name will always be allocated one stand only. The Organizers may authorize exceptions to this rule.

4 EXHIBITS
4.1 While the Jozi Book Fair will primarily exhibit the products of the book trade, other media will be allowed to exhibit at the discretion of the Organizers.

4.2 The Organizer does not apply any form of censorship. The Organizers, however, reserve the right to reject exhibits if in the views of the Organizers, such exhibits promote racism, xenophobia, misogyny and other forms of social intolerance.

4.3 It is not permitted to exhibit any works that have been banned from production, distribution or importation by a court of law in the Republic of South Africa, if this judgment has been declared enforceable in a court of law.

4.4 It is not permitted to promote or advertise any such items that are excluded from the Fair.

4.5 Publications that have been officially indexed as liable to corrupt the young must not be

accessible to juveniles.

4.6 Allotment of space by the Organizers shall not imply that they accept the proposed exhibits, and the Exhibitor must satisfy him/herself that his/her exhibits comply with the Regulations. The Organizers reserve the right to exclude and/or remove any exhibit that in their reasonable opinion is not within the scope of the Exhibition or is not suitable for the site allocated to the Exhibitor or does not comply with the regulations. The decision of the Organizers as to the eligibility of exhibits will be absolutely final and binding.

5. CONTRACTS & STAND ALLOCATIONS
5.1 Registration to participate must be made in writing using the form supplied by the Organizers  - Application to Exhibit at Jozi Book Fair 2019 – responding to all questions and returning the signed form to the Organizers by 3 June, 2019 (closing date).

5.2 Exhibitors may only make payments once they receive the invoice from the organizers.

5.2.1 Deadline for payments for all accepted Applications to Exhibit at the JBF is 14th June, 2019. This will secure your participation at the JBF. The Organizers cannot guarantee a place for those exhibitors delaying payment.
5.3 Provisional written registration applications that may be linked to reservation requests are

invalid if a formal registration using the Organizers official forms is not submitted by the stated

deadline.

5.4 Alterations or provisos made by the Exhibitor on the registration forms or in connection with the same are null and void and will be disregarded.

5.5 Registration remains provisional, and is not valid, until the full fees for registration have been paid.

5.6 More than one publisher can exhibit at a stand. In this case, the Organizers will designate the exhibitor as a “co-exhibitor”, and the relevant fees shall apply. The Organizers will then allocate the ‘co-exhibitor’ to a stand together with other ‘co-exhibitors’. Unless said co-exhibitor applies as a group with other co-exhibitors, the allocations to a stand made by the Organizers shall be binding and final. Each co-exhibitor has to hand in a separate, individual registration form. Each registered co-exhibitor will get an individual standard stand sign, entries in the Catalogues of the Jozi Book Fair (print and online), two exhibitor passes as well as a copy of the Catalogue (see 6.1).

5.7 Registration is legally binding for the Exhibitor. The stand rental contract comes into force three days after issue of the invoice for payment on account. If the Organizer is unable to allocate a stand to the Exhibitor due to lack of exhibition space, the Organizer will reimburse amounts already paid as either payment on account or for a final invoice.

5.8 Before the stand rental contract comes into force, registration may be canceled in writing,

incurring a handling fee of 30% of the fee payable, one month before the Fair. Thereafter, this fee increases to 100% of the stand rental fee. 
5.9 The Organizer is entitled to reduce, but not to increase the requested stand size. In such a

case, the rental fee will be reduced accordingly. To ensure a balanced distribution of stands,

including regard to technical factors, the Organizer reserves the right to implement changes in stand location and size, as well as changes to requested stands. Whilst the Exhibitor may express requests of this nature, the Organizer is under no obligation to comply, nor is the contract rescinded as a result.

5.10 The exchange of stands between registered exhibitors requires the prior written consent of the Organizer.
5.11 The Organizers reserve the right, at their sole discretion, to limit the size of the stand for any exhibitor.

5.11 The Organizers may postpone the Fair for good cause, change its duration and times of

opening, exclude the general public, cancel the Fair entirely or close it earlier than scheduled.

Irrespective of all or any such changes, contracts with the exhibitors remain in effect in their 
entirety and the organizer's claim to stand rental fees remains valid.

6. JBF CATALOGUE
6.1 Every Exhibitor will be automatically included in the Catalogue when registering before the

prescribed deadline. Inclusion in the Catalogue automatically implies inclusion in the online Catalogue. The Organizer accepts no responsibility for the completeness and correctness of Catalogue entries

7. OCCUPATION OF STANDS, SET UP & DISMANTLING 
7.1 The Exhibition hall is open from Wednesday, 28th August 2019, from 8.00 am to 5pm for the set-up of stands. Earlier set-up requires the Organizer's authorization in writing. All Exhibition stands must be set up by 8.30am every day, from 29th August – 1st September 2019, to prevent disruption to the Fair and as a courtesy to all other exhibitors and the public.

7.2 Stands must be occupied and be staffed every day from 09h00 to 17h00. Exhibitors must

display their exhibits for the entire duration of the Fair. Failure to do so constitutes a breach of

contract, and the Organizers may impose a penalty.

7.3 The Organizer has the right to re-allocate stands that are not occupied at 08h00 on

Thursday 29th August; with no entitlement to reimbursement of stand rental fees already paid.

7.4 IN NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL THE EXHIBITOR BE PERMITTED TO ERECT OR OCCUPY A STAND OR SITE IF THE SERVICE CHARGE HAS NOT BEEN PAID IN FULL. Should an Exhibitor be prevented from occupying his/her site for this reason, all service charges paid shall be forfeited and the balance of the Service charge shall be recoverable forthwith by the Organizers. 

The Organizers shall be entitled to utilize the site which had been allotted to such Exhibitor in such manner as the Organizers shall think fit and to recover from the Exhibitor any expenditure incurred in so doing.

7.5 Delivery of packing materials, the packing away of exhibits and the clearing of stands is not

permitted after 08h30am and before 17h00 pm on all four days of the fair.

7.6 If stands are cleared and vacated prior to the end of the Fair or not cleared by the prescribed deadline, the Organizer will impose a breach of contract penalty. Furthermore, the stand will be cleared and goods will be stored at the Exhibitor's expense. The Organizer accepts no responsibility for stand furniture and fittings that have been left on the stand.
8. RENTAL FEES
8.1 The Rental Fees for 2019 are as follows:

Large/Commercial Publishers:                     R 6 000

Non-Governmental Organisations:               R 1 750

Small Publishers & Self Publishers:             R1 750

Early Bird discounts of R500. Valid until 30 April 2019. 

NB: No Late applications will be accepted.

8.2 The rental fee includes: the stand, electricity supply (1 socket), power consumption, general waste disposal, general cleaning, 2 exhibitor passes, and volunteers to assist with setting up and dismantling stands/exhibitions.  

8.3 The Organizers reserve the right to increase or lower rental fees for all or individual types of

stands if unforeseen circumstances require or permit this. Any such increase may not exceed 10% of the advertised fees.

8.4 The stand rental fee remains payable if the Exhibitor is prevented for whatever reason from

attending or sending exhibits to the Fair.

8.5 The Organizers may, at their sole discretion, grant discounts to one or more exhibitors. Such decisions by the Organizers shall not be deemed applicable to any exhibitor other than the one the Organizers granted such a discount to.

9. TERMS OF PAYMENT
9.1 Invoices for rental fees and other service charges are payable upon receipt of invoices in net terms only to the following Organizer's account:

NB: Please only make payments once you have recieved an invoice from the organisers. 
9.2 If payment of the invoice on account or the final invoice is not received within the period

stipulated, the Exhibitor forfeits the right to participate in the Fair but remains liable for full payment.

10. HOSTING EVENTS AT THE FAIR
Exhibitors
All Exhibitors are encouraged to host event(s) at the Fair. There is no additional cost for exhibitors. 
Organizations and members of the public that are not exhibiting at the JBF are welcome to ‘Host an Event at the Fair” at an Admin cost of R100 per event (see 9 above for details). Deadline for all Applications to Host an Event at JBF is 3 June 2019. 

Clearly designate your proposed event, preferred date and time, and venue needs. The organizers will inform you whether your event is accepted for inclusion in the Fair and will allocate a suitable venue, taking into account your preferences and needs as far as possible. Hosts cannot affect any venue changes without the written agreement of the Organizers.

# Please note the General T&Cs apply to Exhibitors and Hosts. 

11. SALES
In general, books and other related paraphernalia may be sold to the book trade and to the general public at the Fair. Exhibitors are encouraged to include and promote discounted books at the Festival to encourage reading and the development of a book buying culture.

12. EXHIBITOR PASSES
12.1 A special pass is required for access to the site of Jozi Book Fair for purposes of setting up and dismantling stalls. Exhibitors shall be issued with 2 (two) passes free of charge. Additional passes may be issued for a fee of R50 per additional pass.

12.2 Exhibitors or their employees are obliged to attach their passes to their outer clothing in a visible position at all times when on the site of the Book Fair.

12.3 These passes are not transferable, and improperly used passes will be withdrawn with no legal right of appeal.

13. Insurance coverage
The individual Exhibitor bears sole responsibility for insuring his/her own hired stand

furnishings and his/her exhibits against burglary, theft, fire and water damage, and against damage incurred in transit to and from the Fair. There is no collective insurance policy.

14. Conduct at the Fair
14.1 Every Exhibitor/Host share in the responsibility for the success of the Fair and should refrain from committing actions that can cause unacceptable disturbance or hindrance to other exhibitors.

14.2 It is the duty of every Exhibitor/Host to co-operate in the prevention of theft and to ensure that incidences of theft are prosecuted. Irrespective of such action, the Organizer will initiate criminal proceedings in such cases.

14.2 Exhibitors need to observe & be mindful of all the Health and Safety conditions of the City of Johannesburg.

15. Damage to buildings
The Exhibitor and/or Host shall not cause or permit any damage to the Exhibition buildings or any part thereof or to any of the fixtures and fittings therein that is not the property of the Exhibitor/Host and shall not alter or interfere with the structure of the Exhibition buildings. Any Exhibitor/Host in breach of this clause shall bear sole responsibility for making good such damage and shall indemnify the Organizers in respect to any claim from the owners of the building or other party that may institute a claim for such damage. 

16. Promotion
16.1 The inside surfaces of the Exhibitor's stand may be used for promotion purposes, but only in relation to the exhibits placed on display or in relation to the book trade in which the exhibitor is involved.

16.2 The Organizer is entitled to issue regulations regarding the appearance of outer stand surface areas, taking into account of the overall effect.

16.3 It is not permitted to carry out surveys, tests, competitions, raffles and prize games outside the Exhibitor's stand; the Organizer's own survey questionnaires are exempt from this rule.

16.4 It is not permitted to hold receptions, lectures, press conferences, discussion events etc. on the exhibition site without the written authorization of the Organizer.

16.5 Presentations, optical, slow-moving and acoustic promotion features are permitted, provided that these must not disturb neighbouring stands, must not lead to bottle-necks in the gangways and must not drown out the Fair's own announcement system. In the event of failure to comply with this ruling, the Organizer is entitled to intervene and if appropriate, demand the cessation of use of such promotion features.

17. Photographs
Stands or articles may be photographed, drawn, copied or reproduced with acknowledgment to the Jozi Book Fair and the Organizers. The Organizers reserve the right to take photographs, film, videos or other recordings of Exhibitors' stands, their representatives and their products, displayed at the Exhibition for the purposes of promoting the Exhibition and future Exhibitions.

18. Marketing and Promotion of Jozi Book Fair
18.1 The Exhibitor/Host will include the banner of the Jozi Book Fair on his/her website and Facebook for purposes of advertising the Jozi Book Fair once their application has been accepted by the Organizer.

18.2 The Exhibitor/Host will send copies of all promotional material – including press releases, flyers and posters - in which Jozi Book Fair is mentioned to the Organizers. These will be sent in electronic format, and 3 hard copies of each item will be delivered or posted to the Organizers.

18.3 The Exhibitor/Host will advertise his/her participation in the Jozi Book Fair to his/her networks.

19. Non-Compliance with Terms and Conditions
The Organizer is entitled to exclude the Exhibitor or Host from the Fair in the event of failure to comply with the stipulations of these Terms and Conditions and of continued breach of contract despite warnings; or if contractual breaches that incurred warnings at previous Fairs are repeated. 

Rather than ordering exclusion, the Organizer may impose a penalty amounting to 50% of the stand rental fee. Participation in future Fairs can be made conditional upon payment of any

such penalty. In particularly serious cases, this may also include exclusion from future Fairs. 

20. Claims by Exhibitors
20.1 Any and all claims made by the Exhibitor or Host on the basis of the contract as well as of a non-contractual nature must be submitted to the Organizer in writing at the latest ten days after the close of the Fair. Irrespective of this they are in lapse if not brought before a court of law prior to the end of the respective calendar year.

20.2 Since freedom of speech is enshrined in the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa,

certain disturbances of the Fair's activities are possible and unavoidable for limited periods. The Organizer cannot be held responsible for any damages or loss of sales suffered by Exhibitors as a result.
